I have received from the Director of Pupil Personnel (DPP)/designee a copy of the “Home School Information Packet and Best Practice Document” and other supplemental material provided by the District. It is further acknowledged that this notice of intent to provide home schooling shall be binding from the effective date stated above and shall remain in full force for no longer than to the end of the current or upcoming school year, whichever is first. This notice may be dissolved upon enrollment or re-enrollment of the above named child(ren) in a school in the District or any other public or private school. At such time a home-schooled child re-enrolls in the District, it is understood that certified personnel of the school system shall either place the student according to successful performance in courses that are sequential such as English, math, history, and science or conduct tests similar in nature and content to that used for other students receiving credit in that subject. Once assessment of the child’s educational development is completed, a final determination of grade placement will be made. (KRS 158.140; 704 KAR 3:307)
I am withdrawing my child from public schools and understand that I am responsible for the following and I must:
· notify the local DPP of my intent to home school (that is the intent of this form)
· establish bonafide home school where my child will be taught at least: reading, writing, spelling, grammar, history, mathematics, and civics.

· Provide instruction for a term at least as long as the term for public schools between July 1 and June 30. The current Kentucky requirement is 1062 hours.
· Maintain record of each student’s progress, grading all subjects taught.

· Keep an accurate record of pupil attendance.

· Understand that all home school records be open to inspection by the DPP. A more complete list of the law requirements may be found in the packet provided.
